The appliance is designed for domestic use and may
only be installed and operated in accordance with
these instructions for use.

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Unplug the power supply cord before cleaning or
storage.

. Always press Power button to turn off the unit

before unplugging.

Do not immerse the unit in water, or place it
close to water.

Do not put the unit close to heat-generating devices
or near flammable and dangerous materials.

Never put your fingers or any stick-form objects
into the air inlet or outlet grille.

Do not sit or stand on the unit.
Discard water collected in the tank as instructed.

Install drain piping at a downward direction to
make sure that condensed water can be drained
continuously.

Place and operate the unit on a stable and level floor.
Do not spray or splash water directly onto the unit.

Do not spray any pesticide nor flammable liquid
onto the unit.

Do not place any heavy object or let children and
pets sit on the unit.

Do not operate dehumidifier in a small and confined
space.

Damaged power cord must be replaced by a licensed
technician.

Power voltage and frequency should accord with the
main technical parameter requirement of the unit.

Maintain the below minimum clearance around the
dehumidifier during operation:

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A. Basic Operation

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Note:

Before you start the unit, make sure that the
air outlet grille is not blocked. Otherwise, the
unit may be overheated.

Plug in the unit.
Press Power button Q) to start the operation.

Timer Function:

a. Press Timer button @ to set the operating
time (4 / 8 hours). Timer indicator will light up.
The set time will be kept for next operation if
the unit is turned off.

b. You may press Timer button@to select ECO mode
for energy saving purpose. The unit will operate for
45 minutes and then stop running for 15 minutes.
This process will continue until the unit is off.

. When “FULL" indicator lights up, the unit will stop

running. Detach the water tank and pour out the
water. When the water tank is placed back, the
unit will start to operate again.

. When “DEFROST"” indicator lights up, the unit is

in defrost mode. The light will go off when the
defrost process is complete.

Press Power button (!)once again to turn off
the unit.

Please unplug the unit when it is not intended
to be used for an extended period of time.

Note:

- The operating temperature range is from
5°C to 32°C .. The machine may periodically
stop operating outside this range for safety
reason.

- Dehumidification is not necessary when
room temperature is below 5°C .
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B. Water Drainage

When the water tank is full, the Tank Full indicator
will light up, the operation will stop automatically.
Empty the water from the water tank when this
happens.

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Pull out the water tank by
holding the concave area at
the bottom of the water tank

Discard the collected water.
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Return water tank to its
original position. The Tank
Full indicator will go off.

and pour out the water.
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Note:

Do not remove the float from the water tank.
The water full sensor will no longer be able
to detect the water level correctly without the
float and the unit will stop to operate.

Do not put any object into the water tank.
This will lead to malfunction of the float
and water leakage when water tank is full.

If the water tank is dirty, wash it with cold

or lukewarm water. Do not use detergent,
scouring pads, chemically treated dust cloths,
gasoline, benzene, thinner, or other solvents,
as these can scratch and damage the tank
and cause water leakage.

When replacing the water tank, press the
tank firmly into place with both hands. If the
tank is not positioned properly, the “Tank
Full” sensor will still be activated, and the
dehumidifier will not operate.
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Continuous Drainage
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Take out the water tank.
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Connect a plastic hose
(with an inner diameter of
8mm) to the continuous
drainage port.
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Attach water tank to the unit.
Make sure the plastic hose
can pass through the small
hole on the right top corner of
the water tank. Then, water
can be drained continuously.
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A Caution

In order to avoid electric shocks, please power
off the machine and pull out the plug before
cleaning or repair.

A. Cleaning the body
Wipe the unit body with a soft damp cloth.

B. Cleaning the Filter
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1. Pull up to remove the air filter.

2. Cleaning: Run a vacuum cleaner lightly over the
surface of air filter to remove dirt. If the air filter is
exceptionally dirty, wash it with warm water and a
mild cleanser and dry thoroughly. To maintain high
dehumidifying efficiency, it is suggested to clean
the filter approx. once a week.

3. Insert the filter into the unit smoothly.

C. Dehumidifier Storage

When the unit is not being used for a long time and
you want to store it, please follow the steps below:

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Empty any water left in the water tank.

Unplug the unit and keep the power cord at the
back of the unit.

Leave it for a few hours to wait till its interior
is completely dry and put the power cord into
the water tank. Then store itin a cool and dry
place.
