o A heater could be connected with a main controller and two remote controllers at maximum. You can use either of
the controllers to control the heater.

e Only the controller that gets the priority can control the heater.

o When both main controller and the remote controller(s) are in (OFF) status, the heater will be turned off; otherwise,
the heater will be in stand-by mode.

e The main controller is installed with a memory function, which could store the last temperature setting. If you need
to make any changes, you need to get it with the priority first and reset accordingly.

How to get the priority
1. When turning on the heater, the priority will be auto-assigned to the controller that is operated first.
2. When the remote controller exits the priority, the main controller will get the priority automatically.

3. When main controller gets the priority, its priority indicator will be on and the indicator on remote controller(s) will
be off.

4. When pressing the priority key of any remote controller, it could get priority. But if remote controller A gets the
priority, remote controller B cannot get the priority by press of the priority key until the A controller exits priority.

5. The priority indicator of remote controller A will be on when it gets the priority. At the same time, the priority
indicator of main controller and remote controller B will be flashing.

How to exit priority
The priority will exit when pressing the priority key on the remote controller again or if it is not operation for 15
minutes.
